Wiring Reader Installation

The reader terminal functions are listed in the
table. We recommend the use of multi-core
signal cable with 0.44 mm?2 cross-section of
each wire, between reader and panel.

Installation on metal surfaces may cause a
decrease of reading range. Do not place readers
closer than 20 cm one from another.

It is possible to install two readers at a distance
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DO NOT CONNECT THE YELLOW WIRE TO POWER.

1. Make a small hole in the mounting surface
(base opening diameter is 14 mm) to connect
cable through the reader's back plate/case.

2. Loosen the screw at the bottom of the reader.

3. Remove the top cover, remove the back plate.

4. Mount the back plate of reader on the wall
using supplied plastic wall plugs and screws.

5. Connect reader with cable which attaches it
to the control panel.

6. Insert the reader onto the back plate.

7. Replace the top cover and secure it with
the screw at bottom of the reader.
